        -According to the decision made by the international bureau for Civil Society when it last met in Hammamet (26 June 2004), related to the re-organisation of the different bodies of the international civil society and for that same society to give a better contribution in the preparation of the second phase of the World summit on the information society (WSIS), I am pleased to inform you that the representatives of a group of Tunisian N.G.O (accredited) held a seminar on August 31 and conducted an intensive reflection about it; Here are their proposals to whom it may concern.

     1)Introduction:

  The participants were aware of the historic role that the different components of the civil society will be called upon to play in the future international meetings and were pleased with the results obtained by the N.G.O during the first phase of the Summit . they recommended more alertness in the second phase. Traditions should be more rooted and preparatory process asserted; They think that plenary sessions of the Civil Society and the different societal groups must stick to the fixed objectives and deal mainly with the listed topics on the agenda, this is true for every Summit or international meeting.

I- Preparatory process for the WSIS:

             . Plenary sessions of Civil Society should improve the functioning processes of the different components of the Civil Society in the light of the previous meetings and get organized according to the regulations of the Summit.

             .Plenary sessions should be led by the representatives of the regional groups, members of the bureau for Civil Society. The presidents of the plenary sessions will be considered as the spokesmen of the Civil Society while in office. 

             .Both the secretariat of the plenary and of the bureau for Civil Society should be carried out by the Division of the Civil Society, a component of the executive Secretariat of the Summit.

             .Every partnership’s group would have a writing comity for any written contribution.

             .the meetings of these groups are open to the public and all members of the Civil Society can attend them. They have to be scheduled in advance and made known about long enough.

             .The projects suggested by the groups should be approved plenary unanimously.

II- The Bureau membership:

     .The members of the bureau for the C.S who presided over the first phase of the Summit should be maintained in office. The role played by the bureau its obligations are also to be maintained.

           .However, the structure and membership should undergo some change to be able to:

            1)Confirm those partnership’s groups whose participation

             has been effective in the different activities.

            2)Make sure that regions that are not represented enough 

            are actively participating. The enlargement should allow

            the Arab World to have a representative (within the African

            group). Families and children, two important groups, should

            also have a representative.  

III-           Financing:

                   The Tunisian representatives backed the suggestion favoring the creation of a  special fund for the Civil Society and greeted the initiative made by Tunisia which consists in allocating 330,000 Dollars to help financing the participation of the International Civil Society in the Summit. The N.G.O from the south with those who militate in favor of handicapped children women and young people will be the first to benefit from those funds. In this case, all partners are called upon to participate actively in this international effort.
