CSB request to WSIS ES regarding ‘CS Space’:

Division and furnishing of the ‘CS space’:

The CSB would like the CS space to be divided into (see also the attached map):

· 1 Meeting room for CSB meetings (ca. 8 x 10m) with tables and chairs for 35 people

· 1 Meeting room for workgroups and caucuses (ca. 6 x 10 m) with tables and chairs for 25 people

· 1 equipped office for CSB Secretariat (ca. 4 x 6m), with desks, 6 chairs, 2 PCs. 

· 7 smaller cubicle offices (preferably 8) for CS Families (each around 3 x 4 m), with desk, 4 chairs and a PC each.
· The remaining space will be a working area equipped with tables, chairs and Internet connections for laptops. We suggest small tables (that is easy to rearrange) and chairs to accommodate around 70 people.
Additional furniture:

· A notice board for announcements and/or news in the working area 
· A filing cabinet and/or shelving for each room will be needed (we had this at the Geneva summit)

Concerns regarding the situation of the CS space:
· There seems to be a main door (that opens out) leading to the CS pavilion area. Will this door be locked in any way?

· CSB ask that the sound in the neighbouring rooms should not be too loud. Should it be, then we might not be able to hear each other.
CSB would like to make use of the information booth.

ICTs:
Internet connections:
· WiFi should be FREE (in the premises of the summit, at the side events and particularly in the ICT4all space, but at least in the "CS space"). It should be technically possible to adjust the signals of the senders so that connection could be free in CS area only.
· More internet connections for laptop PCs. At least 60 in the CS area, which should be distributed with 30 in the working area and 15 in each meeting room, and in addition, two connections in each office. (of course, more connections will be required if WiFi is not free)
· Secure and non-filtered means to use the internet must be obtained. Access to the internet should NOT be blocked neither filtered, as well as it should be secured that communication is not intercepted. Connections need to be setup in such a way that VPNs and other secure means can be used to connect to internet services outside of Tunis. 
Note that fully unfiltered, unblocked and cost-free access (WiFi and LAN) to all the internet sites are very high priorities for the CSB. 

Civil Society actors are willing to provide technical expertise to help establish such connections. The recent WSIS thematic event in Marrakech on Freedom of Expression in the Arab world and Africa is proffered as a healthy and acceptable precedent.
Software
· CS should be allowed to make our own choice of software. The technical setup and configuration of the PC's should be known in advance and CS should have the choice to replace the installed operating system and install Free, Libre and Open Source Software instead.
Hardware:

· Additional 5 PCs with internet connection to be situated in the working area for those who have not brought their own laptop. The 10 PCs that we have already been promised should be situated as follow: One in each of the small offices will have a PC connected to the Internet, the CSB Secretariat office will have two, and the last PC will be situated in the working area connected with the plasma screen. 
· The PC connected with the plasma screen should feed to the plenary room, allowing people to follow the proceedings here. It will be connected to the Internet, allowing for virtual broadcasts too.
· 3 photocopiers (with paper). One in the CSB Secretariat and two in the working area.
· At least 3 more printers (6 in all). The three that we have already been promised shall be distributed with one in the CSB Secretariat office and two in the working area. Additional printers should be situated in the cubicle offices.
· A video projector with a pc situated in the biggest meeting room, which can be used for presentations and virtual teleconferencing (if possible, one in each meeting room).
· The PC's in the meeting rooms should be equipped with speakers and microphone allowing for virtual teleconferencing with CS who can not attend the Tunis summit.

· Sufficient power supply in all rooms to meet the need of many laptops. The requirements for plugs and adaptors should be known in advance
Telephones:

· 12 telephones: one in the information booth, one in each office, two in the CSB Secretariat office, and two in the working area. 
· It should be possible to make international calls on these (could be administered with a code or similar arrangements).
· Last time in Geneva, Nokia made cell phones available to the Summit ES, and some of these were given to the CS secretariat. If a similar arrangement is made this time, the CSB ask that CS could have three cell phones (one designated for CS media contact and two for the secretariat).
