2. Chairing of CSB and facilitate chairing at Plenary
The CSB proposed that Ms. Ann-Kristin Hakansson and Renate Bloem would be proposed to chair the Extraordinary Plenary if decision might be made on endorsing a statement. 

The CSB recommended that the letter addressed to Kofi Annan should rather be supported by individual endorsements, rather than by a vote in CS Plenary
8. CS Speakers for Tunis
CSB members agreed that some flexibility should be adopted as regards the deadline for nominations until the end of this day, to allow all CS groupings to fully coordinate. 

- Selection procedures would be adopted by the CTG meeting this evening. 

- The final list would be presented to the CS Plenary on Thursday morning.
- The final decision should be endorse by the Content and Themes meeting on Friday, before the end of the PrepCom, as requested by the ITU / WSIS ES.

The question whether the Bureau should give a more in-depth analysis of the list of nominees and make an advisory recommendation to the CTG was raised, but there was a clear agreement that the final list of CS speakers should be discussed and endorsed by Content and Themes. 

11. Any Other Business
Spontaneous meetings of CS like-minded groups
CSB members raised the issue of the informal spontaneous meeting of like-minded persons on last Friday, stressing that they were unhappy that this matter happened, but that existing rules must be clarified. The WSIS ES clearly mentioned that each meeting, even informal, must be duly announced and the room must be booked. One CSB member asked whether any other informal non announced meeting had been requested to leave the room during PrepCom-3.
External Liaison Activities by the CSB Secretariat
The CSB proposed that an activity report of the CSB Secretariat members would be presented to the CS Bureau.

ECOSOC Resolution 1996/31
Ann-Kristin Hakansson reminded that the provisions of ECOSOC Resolution 1996/31, and specifically its Article 57, would be circulated for information and clarification to CS entities.
