Opening Session

The Opening Session will start at 10.00 a.m. in room XIX of the Palais des Nations with a number of invited speakers from the different WSIS stakeholders. During the Opening Session, Ministers will be seated behind the name plate of their country. The opening session will deal also with Agenda item 1. 

Seating Arrangements 

Each delegation from Member states of the CSTD will have 3 seats, one at the table and 2 seats behind. A space will be reserved with free seating for observers from non-member States of the CSTD. Additional space will be reserved for observers from Intergovernmental organizations, civil society and business.

Ministerial level segment

The Ministerial level segment will start at 3.00 p.m. in room XIX.  The Statement of each participant in the Ministerial segment is limited to 10 minutes.  At the end of the statements, the Chair will invite questions from the floor. 

Badging

a) special non-photo badge for Ministers and the entourage for 21 and 22 May.

The normal badge for the 10th Session of the CSTD is a photo-badge. For delegations participating at ministerial level and higher, a special non-photo badge for the Minister and their entourage is available on request. For security reasons, the Minister and entourage badges are valid for 2 days only (21 and 22 May). These non-photo badges will be issued by the UNOG Security Identification Unit at Pregny Gate (opposite the ICRC building) in advance and can be retrieved from UNOG Security Identification Unit at Pregny gate on Friday 18 May  from 8.00 to 17.00 hours  and on Sunday 20 May from 14.00 to 18.00 hours. Requests should be addressed to the Secretariat of the CSTD at (stdev@unctad.org).

Members of the delegation that will stay in Geneva after the departure of their Minister will need, from Wednesday 23 May onwards, a normal photobadge. This badge can be retrieved any time between 16 and 23 May during the normal opening hours (8.00 to 17.00 hours) from the Security Identification Unit at Pregny Gate. Each delegation member will have to retrieve the badge in person (a photo is taken at the desk).  

b) special service for photo-badges for Ministers and their entourage

Ministers who would like to participate in the CSTD for the whole week will need, from 23 May onwards, a photo-badge. On an exceptional basis, UNOG Security has agreed to create photo-badges from existing pictures. Missions who would like to make use of this special service should send the pictures of their Minister and the persons of their entourage to the CSTD Secretariat, either passport size photos (with the name written behind on each photo ) or in electronic form to stdev@unctad.org in jpeg. format, each picture being titled with the concerned person. Photo-badges created this way can be retrieved from UNOG Security Identification Unit at Pregny Gate on Sunday 20 May 2007 from 16.00 to 18.00 and during Monday and Tuesday from 8.00 to 17.00. 

c) access with the normal mission badge

Members of the permanent Missions, even if they are members of the delegation, can enter the UNOG premises and the plenary room with their Mission badge (yellow for Ambassadors, red for Mission staff, blue for observer country staff etc.).  

Protocol

No special protocol measures shall apply for Ministers during the 10th CSTD meeting. If a delegation would require a small meeting room for bilateral meetings, requests should be addressed to the Secretary of the CSTD, Mr. Mongi Hamdi (mongi.hamdi@unctad.org) 

Security

The overall level of security is defined by UNOG Security and Safety Section. On 21 May, room XIX will be secured with X-ray machines and metal detectors. Regarding security for VVIPs or other high-ranking officials, we refer to the note verbale of the Director-General of UNOG of 3 December 2002 to all Missions in Geneva.
