To coordinate the CRIS/Ford Project ‘Global Governance and Communication Rights’ including the preparation of the overall framework for this project, the application of this framework at regional levels, the organisation of workshops, oversee the development of the advocacy tool kit, the preparation of the project schedule, liaising with project partners, the writing of the final narrative and financial report and on-going reporting to the Steering Committee leading to the completion of the project within a calendar year January 2004-January 2005.

Location:

No funds are available for relocation and this decentralised project can be managed “virtually”. Candidates must demonstrate that they have access to sufficient infrastructure to enable them to perform the work from their home base. 
Responsibilities:

1. Prepare the framework and design for this project in consultation with project partners.

2. Oversee the various tasks related to this project – specifically research, regional workshops, validation of the advocacy toolkit

3. Undertake periodic monitoring of the project and actions required to keep the project on track and on schedule

4. Research and design a generic framework for the project that is clear, adaptable and result oriented

5. Prepare expenditure spreadsheets and submit these to WACC 

6. Coordinate planning meetings and develop clear communication lines with project partners, the steering committee and the CRIS secretariat

7. Write the final report

· Experience in executing international, multi-country projects

· Proven research skills in international communication, communication rights and policy, global media governance, communication and development, ICTs for Social Change

The summary below is from the original project proposal. 

This project is proposed by CRIS with the goal of promoting its campaign to reform global governance in relation to the public sphere, especially (but not only) governance of media and communication. It focuses on how global governance structures must both move quickly to address issues that national level governance cannot handle, and consciously provide support for an emerging global public sphere with civil society as the driving force. Over a year, the different components will: 

a)
Research and design a Generic Framework of the Public Sphere as a tool to conceptualise, schematise and document governance issues and structures relevant to the public sphere;

b)
Apply that Framework, working with regional CRIS partners, at national, regional and global levels; and verify this through national workshops in five regions;

c)
Define a small number of clear priorities for the reform of identified global governance institutions or structures, in the form of collaborative projects (launched at the WSIS);

d)
Adapt an existing generic Advocacy Toolkit to suit this governance context in partnership with the Association for Progressive Communication (APC);

e)
Implement a number of Capacity Building Advocacy Workshops, to support national and global networks in lobbying and advocacy activities using the Toolkit;

f)
Mainstream the identified priorities for governance reform, the ensuing collaborative projects, and the supporting advocacy activities into the CRIS campaign for the future. 

The project does not, and cannot, begin with a single clear governance issue for reform.  Rather it identified a coherent domain for governance (the public sphere), puts in place a process to identify from the ground-up the issues emerging and a menu of possible solutions; launches concrete collaborative projects to address these, alongside a coherent advocacy programme from national to global level; and mainstreams these into the CRIS Campaign.
