High-level Open-ended Intergovernmental Working Group on an Intergovernmental Strategic Plan for Technology Support and

Capacity-building, second session

Nairobi, 2 – 4 September 2004

1.  The second session of the High-level Open-ended Intergovernmental Working Group on an Intergovernmental Strategic Plan for Technology Support and Capacity-building, established by the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum of the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) by Governing Council decision SS.VIII/1 of 31 March 2004, will be convened at UNEP headquarters, United Nations Office at Nairobi, Kenya, 2–4 September 2004. The session will open at 10 a.m. on 2 September 2004. 

2. The provisional agenda (UNEP/IEG/IGSP/2/1) is being circulated with the present notification. A copy of the report of the first session of the Intergovernmental Working Group (UNEP/IEG/IGSP/1/5) is also attached. A copy of the relevant outcome of the African Ministerial Conference on the Environment, held in Sirte, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, 29–30 June 2004, is being circulated with the present notification. 

5. By the present notification, the Governments of all member States of the United Nations, specialized agencies and the International Atomic Energy Agency, are invited to participate in the meeting. 
6. The invitation is also extended to those United Nations bodies, agencies, programmes and funds, as well as other intergovernmental organizations and entities that have received a standing invitation to attend meetings of the Intergovernmental Working Group or of the Governing Council of UNEP. Furthermore, relevant civil society organizations, including major stakeholders’ organizations and other international non-governmental organizations accredited to the Governing Council of UNEP are also invited to attend the meeting as observers.
