Indigenous Caucus at PrepCom2 of the WSIS II

The Indigenous Caucus proposes the following addition at the end of Article 11 of the Political Chapeau:

11.
To that end, we shall pay special attention to the roles and particular needs of all countries and all segments of society, and reaffirm the commitments taken in this regard in the Geneva Declaration, [especially articles 11-16].
Articles 11-16 cover the following groups:

11. Young people & children
12. Women

13. Marginalized and vulnerable groups (migrants, internally displaced persons and refugees, unemployed and underprivileged people, minorities, nomadic people, older persons and persons with disabilities)

14. Poor (remote, rural and marginalized urban areas)
15. Indigenous peoples

16. Developing countries, countries with economies in transition, Least Developed Countries, Small Island Developing States, Landlocked Developing Countries, Highly Indebted Poor Countries, countries and territories under occupation, countries recovering from conflict, countries and regions with special needs
The current text of the Political Chapeau, Article 11 reads as follows:

11.
To that end, we shall pay special attention to the roles and particular needs of all countries and all segments of society, and reaffirm the commitments taken in this regard in the Geneva Declaration.

Alternate 11A.
To that end we shall pay special attention to the role and particular needs of children, young people, women, marginalized and vulnerable groups of society including migrants, internally displaced persons and refugees, unemployed and underprivileged people, minorities and nomadic people, people with disabilities, poor people, particularly those living in remote, rural and marginalized urban areas, indigenous peoples, people of developing countries, countries with economies in transition, Least Developed Countries, Small Island Developing States, Landlocked Developing Countries, Highly Indebted Poor Countries, countries and territories under occupation, and countries recovering from conflict or natural disasters.
Alternate 11B. To that end, we shall pay special attention to the role and particular needs of the youth, women and older people and to the special situation of indigenous peoples. We also recognize the role and special needs of marginalized and vulnerable groups of society including the disabled, migrants, internally displaced persons, refugees, underprivileged and poor people and of people of countries facing adverse economic situations, geographic isolation, occupation, conflicts or natural disasters.
