We deplore such act and appeal to all parties concerned to take back such order as well as all other measures that have been introduced to curtail the full freedom of the radio stations in Nepal. We understand that the Constitution of Nepal, 2047 (1990) guarantees freedom of expression and we appeal to the government of Nepal to respect that. 

We wish to inform you that the world community of independent radio stations stand by the coalition “Save the Independent Radio Movement (SIRM)” in Nepal, and that we fully support their struggle for full freedom of expression. 

We hope that you will reverse your orders, so that the radio stations are allowed to exercise their rights and serve their communities the way they consider to be the best.
