Notes on Civil Society Bureau Meeting

18 sept.-05

Renate Bloem opened the meeting and distributed a provisional agenda, previously circulated to CSB members (attached). The agenda was adopted with two additional items
· a meeting with the CCBI should be discussed;

· discussion on the CSB Charter as proposed by the CS WG on Working Methods;

A roll call was conducted with 12 Family representatives and the two Ex-Officio members present

2. Chairing of CSB and facilitate Chairing of Plenary and CT-Group
● 
Tracey Naughton and Bertrand de la Chapelle, considering the way PrepCom-3 would work, proposed for the CT-Group a two track process in order to better mirror the governmental process. This proposal for CTG working methodology would be presented to the first meeting of the CTG 

The CTG would be organized around two groups: one for Internet Governance issues, and the other one for political chapeau, implementation, finance and follow-up. CTG Meeting could therefore be structured as follows:

reporting on IG discussion

· reporting on discussion on implementation mechanism

· substantive issues around Tunis Summit
The chairing role for CTG could be given to those two groups.

The CSB agreed that if this methodology might be adopted by the CTG, coordination methods between those tow groups should be arranged. 

It was mentioned that changes should be limited in order to prevent CS structures from any sort of confusion.

The CSB agreed to maintain the CS Plenary meeting planned on Monday 19 September in the morning and decided that the Plenary would be chaired by Tijani Ben Jemaa and Ann-Kristin Hakansson. 

● 
The CSB elected Tracey Naughton and Amir Barmaki as Chairs for the CSB during PrepCom3. The political ‘chapeau’ interaction would remain with Renate Bloem and Viola Krebs, both being based in Geneva and having therefore the best possibilities. Ann-Kristin Hakansson would keep the record of the issues to be followed up by the CSB.
4. Press Conferences

A press conference at the end of PrepCom-3 could be arranged back to back with the official one to be arranged by. The CSB would have to look if other press conferences were needed.

5. Agenda for B2B Meeting (21 Sept. 2005)

● 
The CSB would need to look at the B2B Document from PrepCom-2 and check on remaining items
● 
Questions related to the accreditation request from e.g. Human Rights in China and may be other entities should be raised with the Governmental Bureau.

● 
Modalities for allocation of speaking times for civil society must be clarified with the Governmental Bureau. In addition, the CSB should push so that CS could be present at least as silent observer at every governmental meeting or drafting group. Multi-stakeholder mechanism should be ensured in the up-coming negotiation process.
7. Mediation

Contacts have been established with other organisations, including the Quakers, in case CS needs a mediation.

9. Criteria for overpasses

The CSB was informed that there would at least 600 CS overpasses for the Plenary in Tunis, and 35 overpasses for the official High Level Panel (16 November). Precise criteria would be established by the CSB for distribution.
