The basis for freedom, justice, peace and successful development in the world is the protection and promotion of the rights and dignity of each person – tasks to which the United Nations is fundamentally and wholly committed.  In recognition of this, the International Human Rights Film Festival was launched in 2003.  The first joint initiative of the United Nations in Ukraine, its purpose is to foster a culture of respect for human rights through the powerful medium of film.
The International Human Rights Film Festival builds a bridge between human rights and cinema and uses artistic creativity to shine a light on critical human rights concerns and deepen people’s understanding of their fundamental human rights. 
The festival is a combined effort of UN agencies, local and national government, national and international artistic institutions, cultural associations, academia, non-governmental organizations, the private sector, media and others.
Last year, over 7,000 people participated in festival activities, which include screenings of the films themselves, public forums and discussions, information fairs, and more.

The festival’s theme is selected each year based on important trends and events related to human rights issues nationally and globally.  In honour of the sixtieth anniversary of the United Nations and In Larger Freedom, UN Secretary-General Kofi Annan’s important work on fundamental human rights, this year’s theme is ‘fight for a larger freedom!’  The festival programme will cover three seminal topics – peace, dignity and poverty.
The 2005 International Human Rights Film Festival will be held in Kyiv on 9-15 December, and from mid-January through mid-February 2006 in Kharkiv, Odesa, Lviv and Donetsk.
