"VOLUNTARIATE AND COMPANY 

Of INFORMATION”

Context

Voluntariate is one of the clearest expressions of the interdependent action. It acts of a reality common to the whole world, a social phenomenon of mass which implies million people who offering of their time, their competences and their knowledge for the wellbeing of their neighbor, their community or the company as a whole.

The company of the knowledge and the communication does not make exception. This new company of the 21st century is built on the fundamental transformation which the world underwent from the agrarian company and the industrial company which marked the last centuries. It is important to keep in mind that many basic elements of the company of information were created thanks to voluntariate, in particular the development of the free software, the protocols of Internet and the Fabric itself.

However, everyone on this planet does not have the privilege to use these new tools. The "numerical ditch" excludes from the million people of the access and the use of Communication and Information Technologies (TIC). It is estimated today that 91 % of the users of TIC are concentrated in 19 % of the countries of the sphere. Within French-speaking space, the gap is even larger.

This ditch separates not only the countries from the North of those of the South but also the rural zones of the urban zones and marginalises Africa particularly where the development of the TIC is still at its beginnings if one compares them with other areas of the world. Indeed, it is difficult to speak about networks in areas which do not even have yet electricity.

Among the 816 million African listed in 2001, one estimates that: 

· 1 out of 4 has a radio

 · 1 out of 13 has a television 

· 1 out of 35 has a portable telephone

 · 1 out of 40 has a telephone fixes 

· 1 out of 130 has a computer 

· 1 out of 160 uses the Internet

The volunteers and the voluntary ones contribute to reduce the numerical ditch, which exists so much inside the same country than between countries different thanks to the development from human competences, programs of elimination of illiteracy and the development of software. They train young people and learn how to them to use TIC adapted to their own needs for development. Thus the young French-speaking Volunteers of Gabon test today as much as making this little train and frame the students and the professors on the NTIC in optics to reduce the numerical fracture. Moreover they encourage the production of local contents, which increases cultural and linguistic diversity TIC. 

Thus, the Meeting of the Young French-speaking Volunteers will be an occasion to include voluntariate related to the TIC in the initiatives of development by developing partnerships between young people coming from the provinces and those living in Libreville in Gabon.

With through the Meeting of the Young French-speaking Volunteers on the topic "VOLUNTARIATE AND COMPANY Of INFORMATION" Network JVF wants to continue the itinerant platform installation at the time of the top of the SMSI.
The Meeting of the Young French-speaking Volunteers will gather 32 young people coming from 9 provinces from the country and 100 young people of the capital.

 It will be a question, during one week, of dividing and of mutualiser the various experiments and the various forms from engament interdependent and volunteer of youth in the field of the company of the knowledge through Workshops and Forums of discussion.

GENERAL OBJECTIVE

The Meeting will be a space of promotion of the partnership between the young people of the 9 provinces and those of Libreville in order to reinforce the company of information on the national 

level. 

The had aims are as follows:

· To stress the role of the means of communication in the abolition of the borders and the need for sharing the supports of knowledge in order to reduce the numerical ditch.

· To underline the need for preserving the cultural identities of the people, for fighting against the hegemony of other cultures and for showing vigilance at the time of the use of new technologies of the communication. 

· To present interventions on the universal values and ethical dimensions of the company of information and the communication and their contribution to the rise of education.

 · To underline the need for looking further into the debate on the means of putting at profit the mechanisms available and of working out, for this purpose, of the action plans adapted to the cultural and civilisationnelles identities. 

· To stress the role of young competences of the countries of the South in the identification of new co-operation appropriatenesses in the fields of the TIC at the favour of the design of new fashions of co-operation such as voluntariate for the setting in? to participe of projects which can contribute to reduce the numerical fracture enters the advanced countries and the developing countries.
