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The eleventh session of the Commission on Science and Technology for Development (CSTD) is to be held at the Palais des Nations in conference room XVIII, from 26 to 30 May 2008. The session will represent the second official United Nations review of the progress made in implementing the outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS) at the regional and international level. It also aims to identify achievements, gaps and challenges, as well as future actions needed to further implementation.  The session will also address two of its priority themes within the framework of its new multi-year work programme, namely:  a) science, technology and engineering for innovation and capacity-building in education and research; and b) development-oriented policies for socio-economic inclusive information society, including access, infrastructure and an enabling environment.  Participants will include Ministers and representatives of governments, civil society, the business community and international organizations. Most member States will be represented by high-level delegations.
The session will open at 10 a.m. on Monday, 26 May, in Room XIX at the Palais des Nations.  On the first day, the morning session will consist of an opening ceremony followed by a Ministerial Segment on WSIS follow-up.  The afternoon session will consists of a panel discussion and interactive dialogue with the United Nations Economic and Social Commissions on regional WSIS implementation.  The second day of the Session (27 May) will include in the morning a special multi-stakeholder event, with high-level representation from the business community and civil society.  The special event will  serve as a platform for all stakeholders to provide input to the policy dialogue to be conducted by the CSTD, as requested by ECOSOC resolution 2006/46.
