1. Keeping gender on the national policy (regulatory reform, legislatory reform etc) agenda – different countries are at different levels of policy development, we need to be in touch with these policy developments and figure out concrete - ways in which to engage/lobby etc – and play the watchdog role (see comments by Anriette and Njenga on the Zambia policy)

2. Linking the gender/ict agenda with existing processes and initiatives – strategically. We also need to be realistic about what is possible within limited budgets, time and skill to avoid being overwhelmed by processes and initiatives? We have an obligation to engage with these processes - to name a few: PRSPs, (poverty reduction strategies); National Information and Communication Infrastructure Initiatives (NICI), SCAN-ICT, Millennium Development Goals, Regional and global processes Beijing +10 – and the question is what are the gender/ICTs questions, including other emerging issues such as communications rights and so on..
