I have responsibility for an almost 500,000.00 CAD$ Kenya ICT Policy Project, which involves supporting the conclusion and implementation of an integrated ICT policy plan for Kenya. This involves working with the responsible Ministries of Planning, Finance and Office of the President as well as researchers and consultants in organising and providing technical, conceptual, operational and logistical support for project implementation.  I have responsibility for preparing project reports and briefs as well as making presentations to national and international audiences on project processes, outputs and outcomes. In this capacity I have created since January 2003 and administer an electronic newsletter called Kenya ICT Projects-KIPnews and facilitate a list-serve called the KIPlist on national and international ICT issues. Since assuming the position of project co-ordinator, I have also initiated a national ICT donor Roundtable which meets monthly whose aim is to reduce duplication, magnify impacts and provide a forum for sharing ideas among like-minded development partners and their national partners. This project has since mid 2003, worked with two other IDRC initiatives, which were, conceptualised necessary complements. One of these is a project with the Kenya Private Sector Alliance ICT Board and the first indigenous Internet Service Provider, the African Regional Centre for Computing, is implementing the other. Together these three projects have brought all other key stakeholders alongside the government and into a genuinely national ICT policy process. The first National ICT week and Convention held in March 2004 and the second National ICT Convention were a direct outcome of the project. The project has supported the creation of a vibrant national ICT Action network. I am currently co-editing a book in which the experiences of ICT Policy making in Kenya and other East African countries is documented as a major project output.
