The Ethics and Values Caucus urges strongly that paragraph 23 of the Plan of Action be unbracketed as the ethical dimension is critical to the information society. We suggest the following insertions:

Insert the word “pornography” as shown in bold letters:

[C10. Ethical dimension of the Information Society

d) We encourage all Stakeholders to undertake an ethical audit of each action of the Action Plan.”
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
