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New language for Paragraph 48:

The information society should, in accordance with the U.N. Declaration on Human Rights, uphold the values of freedom of thought, conscience, and religion, as well as other fundamental values such as peace, freedom, equality, solidarity, tolerance, respect for nature and shared responsibility. 

All actors in the Information Society should seek to promote the common good, protect privacy, and to prevent abusive uses of ICTs, such as criminal conduct based on racial discrimination, xenophobia, and obscenity. The freedom of use of ICTs should respect human rights and fundamental freedoms of others, including personal privacy, freedom of thought, conscience and religion.
