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Comments on Article 52 of the Declaration of Principals

Real social and economic development cannot be created through simple formulae merely based on finance or the propagation of technological programs.  These complex issues are indeed responsive to such simplistic solutions.

Materialistic approaches alone will never succeed in building capacity of individuals and communities to take action in releasing their power.  Rather the opposite: their tendency is to produce a debilitating effect.

Value based and ethical insights must be brought to bear on the search for ways to harness scientific, technical, and economic creativity.  Every person, every people, every nation has a part to play in building a peaceful and prosperous global society.  The fostering of an ethic of service for the common good is a means to implement noble aspirations such as those expressed in the Declaration.

Only when people see themselves as world citizens, as builders of a just and prosperous society, based upon genuine harmony and understanding, can a sustainable global society be created.
